= associated with Christ during his public life: He witnessed the glory of Christ on Mt. Tabor; in the name of all the Apostles, he & [
3 professed the divinity of Christ; he was sent with St. John to prepare the Paschal Supper; He witnessed Christ’s agony in the Garden %%

% of Olives; the temple tax was paid by Christ for Himself and for Peter. After the Ascension of Christ, St. Peter became the head of
ﬂ the Apostles and the leader of the first Christian community in Jerusalem. Under his leadership, a new Apostle was elected to take b@ o
"h the place of Judas. Peter convoked the first church Council in Jerusalem. St. John Chrysostom calls Peter «the firstborn lamb from "h
!\, the flock of the Good Shepherd. The love of Christ was the chief motive of Peter’s apostolic activity, labors and sacrifices. That
"* love finally led him to suffer and die for the sake of his beloved Teacher. A pious tradition relates that he considered himself *‘3 g
'h unworthy to ie on the cross as Christ did, and therefore asked to be crucified upside down. This tradition is confirmed by Bishop ‘;,
!Qa Eusebius (7340) in his History of the Church and by St. John Chrysostom in a sermon on the Apostles SS. Peter and Paul, in h he *‘)
¥ says: «Rejoice, Peter, who died on the cross head downward.” St. Peter died in Rome during the reign of Emperor Nero (54-68), ﬁ i
